Flexible Sessions

9am-11.30am 

11.30am-12.30pm (lunch) 

12.30pm-2:55pm 

2:55pm-4pm

Fees 

Session fees will be charged at £7.00 per hour. 

Parents of children entitled to 15 hours Universal 

Early Years Funding or 30 Hours Free Childcare will 

be able to use this to fund any booked sessions. 

There is also the option of having a hot school meal 

costing £2.45 if your child stays for lunch, or you can 

bring in a packed lunch from home. 
 

 

When can my child start? 

Your child can start at Millfield Nursery as soon as 

they turn 3. 

 

 
Induction:  
All children and families will receive a full induction 

when offered a place at Millfield Nursery. This will 

include a home visit, opportunities to visit the 

setting with your child and shorter sessions over the 

first two weeks if necessary. Confirmation of 

sessions and home visits are sent out the half term 

before their 3rd birthday.
